Over the past two weeks, our class has been busy with lots of exciting learning. In English, we 

have been enjoying our class text Varjak Paw, using the story to inspire our reading and writing 



work. In maths, we have been developing our understanding of division strategies as well as 

learning how to calculate area and perimeter.  

In art, we explored textiles by learning about Kente cloth and traditional weaving techniques. 

The children then created their own looms and produced some fantastic paper weavings. We 

also celebrated National Puzzle Day with a fun afternoon of puzzles and games, encouraging 

teamwork and problem-solving skills across the class.
